RECEPTION HALLWAY-Having a stai rcase rising to the upper floor 
accommodation, polished light oak flooring, central heating radiator wi th 

thermostatic valve, telephone point, and panelled doors opening to: 
 
GROUND FLOOR WC-Being half-tiled and having a sui te wi th a pedestal  
wash hand basin and a close-coupled WC. There is a central heating 
radiator, laminate flooring following through from the hallway, fi tted mirror, 
and an extractor fan. 
 
UTILITY ROOM-A spacious utility room having ceramic tiles to the floor. A 

good range of ki tchen uni ts with cupboards set beneath a marble-effect 
worksurface with a tiled splashback.

BEDROOM TWO-With a front-aspect double-glazed sliding sash window 
with fi tted thermal blind enjoying superb far-reaching views over the formal 
gardens, to the wooded hills that surround the village. The room has a 
central  heating radiator wi th thermostatic valve. 

 
BEDROOM THREE-Having front-aspect double-glazed sliding sash window 
with fi tted thermal blind enjoying similar views to bedroom two. There is  a

FAMILY BATHROOM-A half-tiled room with a rear-aspect double-glazed 
window with obscured glass and fi tted blind, and sui te wi th: panelled bath; 
pedestal  wash hand basin wi th fitted mirror over; close-coupled WC; and 
corner shower cubicle wi th mixer shower. The room is illuminated by 
downlight spotlights. There is an extractor fan, shaver point, and ladder-
style towel radiator with thermostatic valve. 
 
From the landing, a s tai rcase wi th turned spindles and a polished hardwood 

handrail rises to: 
 

STUDY LANDING-Being illuminated by a Velux rooflight window and having 
ample space for a desk, shelving, and office furni ture i f required. There is a 
telephone point and downlight spotlights. A panelled door opens to an 
airing cupboard housing the Megaflo hot water cylinder, and having slatted 
linen storage shelving. A further door opens to: 
 
MAIN BEDROOM-Having dual-aspect sliding sash windows wi th fi tted 
thermal blinds: front window with far-reaching views towards the wooded 
hills and open countryside that surround the village; the rear window 
overlooking the garden and paddock beyond. The room is fitted wi th an 
excellent range of built-in furni ture, including media drawer wi th electrical 
power point for TV, wardrobes wi th hanging rails and shelving and storage 

drawers. There are over-bed reading lights and contemporary spotlights. 
The room has central heating radiators wi th thermostatic valves and a 
telephone point. A panelled door opens to: 

 
EN SUITE SHOWER ROOM-Being partially-tiled and having a tile-effect floor, 
and sui te wi th: double-width shower cubicle wi th mixer shower and glass 

shower screen; pedestal wash hand basin wi th illuminated mirror over; and 
dual-flush close-coupled WC. There's  a chrome-finished ladder-style towel  

radiator, shaver point, extractor fan, and downlight spotlights . 
 
OUTSIDE-To the front of the property, a block-paved driveway provides 

parking for two vehicles and gives access to the entrance door. To the rear 
of the property is a delightful enclosed garden, with a flagged terrace wi th 

feature lighting and a water supply. From the terrace, s teps rise to an area 
of lawn wi th borders s tocked wi th flowering plants. The garden is enclosed 
by low stone walls and fencing.  To the top of the garden is a s tone stile 

leading to an area of communal  grounds. 
 
The complex is accessed via electrically operated gates and has communal 
gardens and paddocks extending to approximately 15 acres. There are 
formal gardens wi th lawns and borders stocked with a large variety of 
flowering plants, mature shrubs and trees. Within the gardens there is an 
all-weather hard tennis court, a barbecue area, and allotment and wildlife 

areas. There is also a separate parking area for visitors .
